Visit Portofino, renowned for its elegant 
charm and vibrant-colored buildings overlooking the sea, and 
Santa Margherita Ligure, famous for its pastel-colored facades 
and its stunning promenade. In the afternoon, take a boat ride 
back to Rapallo, a city rich in historical heritage, situated at the 
heart of the Gulf of Tigullio. Later in the day, transfer to the hotel 
in La Spezia and enjoy free time.

DAY 6 - MONDAY

LA SPEZIA - CINQUE TERRE - LA SPEZIA 

Breakfast at the hotel, and we will continue our journey to the 
Cinque Terre, traveling by boat or train depending on weather 
conditions. Over centuries, human ingenuity has shaped this 
territory by building the famous terraces that make use of the 
geography of its slopes, creating one of the most beautiful and 
iconic landscapes of Liguria. The guided tour begins with Ma-
narola, an urban gem with its charming harbor and a cluster 
of pastel-colored houses.

Located in a small natural gulf, it consists of 
two settlements: the historic center to the east and the more 
modern, tourist-oriented area to the west. In the afternoon, 
return to the hotel.

DAY 7 - TUESDAY 

LA SPEZIA - FLORENCE

Breakfast and departure to Florence, a city with an atmosphe-
re that invites you to travel back in time. Renowned worldwide 
as the birthplace of the Renaissance, Florence is the cradle of 
architecture and art. Enjoy a guided tour of its historic cen-
ter, a UNESCO World Heritage Site, surrounded by churches, 

monuments, and stunning Renaissance buildings praised by 
poets throughout history. Highlights include the Baptistery of 
St. John, dedicated to the city’s patron saint, the famous Gio-
tto’s Campanile, the Cathedral of Santa Maria del Fiore, and 
Brunelleschi’s imposing dome—just a few examples of Floren-
ce’s wonders. After the visit, transfer to the hotel.

OPTIONAL EXCURSION: 
The Uffizi Gallery
The Uffizi Gallery, designed in the mid-16th century by Gior-
gio Vasari, consists of 90 rooms housing some of the most im-
portant and famous paintings in the history of art. It features 
masterpieces by Giotto, Leonardo da Vinci, Michelangelo, and 
Botticelli, as well as numerous works by Flemish and Dutch pain-
ters, all displayed in chronological order. A visit to this museum 
is truly a journey through time, exploring the evolution of art 
and its timeless beauty. 

DAY 8 - WEDNESDAY 

FLORENCE 

After breakfast, we will begin our second day in Florence by ex-
ploring one of the most authentic areas of the city: Oltrarno, 
located on the left bank of the Arno River. This district exudes 
a unique and timeless atmosphere, offering a glimpse into a 
more genuine Florence, populated mostly by locals. A visit to 
the Ponte Vecchio is a must. With its hanging shops and houses, 
it stands as one of the most famous landmarks in the world. We 
will also visit the Palazzo Pitti, the last residence of the Medici 
family and now the largest museum complex in Florence.

In the 
old town, you’ll find one of Corsica’s most renowned museu-
ms, featuring numerous artifacts such as Greek, Roman, and 
Etruscan ceramics, coins, everyday objects, and vases with in-
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tricate depictions. Late in the afternoon, transfer to the hotel.

DAY 14 - TUESDAY

BASTIA -  ÎLE ROUSSE - CALVI - BASTIA

After breakfast, visit Bastia, an enchanting city perched on a 
cliff overlooking the sea. Its pink-hued historic buildings, win-
ding alleys in the old town, and bustling port welcoming ferries 
provide a picturesque scene. Transfer to Île Rousse, a quaint 
coastal town known for its history and stunning landscapes.

Continue to Bonifacio, dramatically perched on cliffs overloo-
king the sea and nestled around a small fjord that plunges into 
the stunning waters of the Strait of Bonifacio. After exploring 
this breathtaking locale, transfer to the hotel for an overnight stay.

OLBIA - MADDALENA 

ARCHIPELAGO - OLBIA
Breakfast at the hotel. Today will be dedicated to the Maddale-
na Archipelago, a National Park composed of seven large islands 
and 20 islets. During the tour, enjoy white sandy beaches, exotic 
Mediterranean vegetation, rocky coasts, and above all, the as-
tonishingly vibrant emerald color of the sea.

Its historic district, Sa Costa, 
features colorful houses climbing the slopes of Serravalle Hill, 
dominated by Malaspina Castle. During the stop, enjoy lunch 
with typical local dishes. In the afternoon, transfer to the hotel 
in Cagliari.

DAY 21 - TUESDAY

CAGLIARI 

After breakfast, visit Cagliari, the capital of Sardinia and a quin-
tessential example of Mediterranean ambiance. Cagliari, the 
largest and most populous city on the island, preserves in its 
four historic districts millennia of history, ranging from prehisto-
ric times to the reign of the House of Savoy.

Transfer 
to Tremezzo for a guided visit to Villa Carlotta, which overlooks 
the lake and is surrounded by a magnificent park filled with 
stunning plants and flowers. From Tremezzo, take a boat trans-
fer to Bellagio, one of the most beautiful tourist destinations on 
Lake Como. Enjoy free time to soak in the charming atmosphere 
and explore the enchanting corners of this gem, often called the 
“Pearl of Lake Como.” In the afternoon, return to the hotel. In 
the evening, enjoy a dinner featuring typical local dishes from 
the region.

DAY 9 - SUNDAY

MILAN - PORTOFINO - 
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SANTA MARGHERITA LIGURE 
- RAPALLO - LA SPEZIA    
After breakfast at the hotel, we will dedicate the day to explo-
ring the Gulf of Tigullio.
